Frequently Asked Questions for the 

Winter 2012 HCTL / NOVA Men’s & Women’s Doubles League

· What is this league about?  This league is considered a practice league by many teams.  It is mostly used by captains to try out new doubles partners, adding new players to their team, and just generally having fun and getting exercise with out having any pressure to win.

· Will this league count towards my NTRP Rating?  No it will not.  Scores and/or results are not even entered onto TennisLink. Is this league a USTA league?  No.  It is not. 

· Do you need to be a USTA member to play is this league?  No membership is required.
· Will the “2-player” rule be in effect?  No.
· Is TennisLink going to be used?  No.
·  Can a player play on more than one team.  Yes.   Play as much as you want.

· Is there a Championship to progress to?  No.
· Will a captain get a Team Code when I register my team? No team code is necessary since scores will not be reported on TennisLink.

· How many matches will each team be scheduled for?  It depends on how many teams register. Each team will not be scheduled for fewer than 8 matches.

· What is the match format for this league?  For every match scheduled at 4 Seasons, a team must come up with 4 doubles pairs (8 players) unless otherwise indicated on the schedule.  For matches scheduled at ANY other location, other than 4 Seasons, a team must come up with 3 doubles pairs (6 players).
·  What is the maximum number of players on each team?  As many as you need.  You do NOT need an official roster.  It is common for captains to “borrow” players from other “same level” teams to fill their roster for certain matches.

· How many players should a captain have to make a team?  This is up to each team captain, but it is recommended to have enough players to avoid defaults.  15+ players would be recommended.  Any team that defaults a position still has to pay for that court time. 

· Can a team play players who have ratings above or below the registered playing level?  Yes.  However, keep in mind that it is strongly recommended that a team play at their playing level.  Once teams begin to register at NTRP levels above their playing levels, it makes for some very lopsided results.  We want to keep this league as competitive as possible with equal playing levels for everyone on the court.
· Where and when are matches played?  The facilities used are 4 Seasons, Fairfax Racquet, Annandale S&H, Bready Park, Great Falls Swim & Tennis, Westwood C.C. and Worldgate S&H.  The matches M-F are scheduled anywhere from 6:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.   The matches on weekends can be scheduled anytime during the day or night.  Matches are never played beyond 11:00 p.m.  Directions to all these facilities can be found at www.homecourttennis.com under “Facilities/Directions”.

· When is the deadline for a captain to register a team?  January 2, 2012.

· When does the season begin?  Tuesday, January 10, 2012.

·  When is the deadline to get on a team as an individual player?  There is no deadline.  A new player can join any team at any time. 
· What are the fees involved for this league? Match fee: $15.00 per person per match   That’s it!!!  This includes 1.5 hours of scheduled court time and balls.

·  How does a captain register a team?  Fill out the “Captains Registration Form” and mail this form along with deposit of $150.00 to “HCTL”, P.O. Box 4178, Leesburg, VA 20177 by January 2, 2012.  This deposit will be refunded at the end of the season less any unpaid court fees a team may incur during the season.

·  Is there going to be a captains meeting?  No.  The schedules will be e-mailed to all captains.
