Frequently Asked Questions about “USTA Mixed Doubles League”

· What is the “USTA Mixed Doubles League”? Mixed teams will play in the following combined levels:  6.0, 7.0, 8.0, 9.0 & 10.0. These levels indicate what you and your partners NTRP level add up to.  The NTRP differential between 2 players CAN NOT be more than 1.0 NTRP point apart.
· Example of a 10.0 team:  5.0 + 5.0; or 5.5 + 4.5 = 10.0

· Example of a 9.0 team:  4.5 + 4.5; or 4.0 + 5.0 = 9.0

· Example of an 8.0 team:  4.0 + 4.0; or 4.5 + 3.5 = 8.0

· Example of a 7.0 team:  3.5 + 3.5; or 4.0 + 2.5 = 7.0

· Example of a 6.0 team:  3.0 + 3.0; or 2.5 + 3.0 = 6.0

· Does a team have to play the exact NTRP combination?  No.  For example, if your team is registered in the 6.0 level you may play a 3.0 + 2.5 combination or even a 2.5 + 2.5 combination.  You may play any combination as long as the two players do not go over the level you are registered for and you may have up to a 1.0 NTRP differential between the two players.

· What is the format for each match?  3 combo doubles (6 players; 3 men and 3 women)

· When will the season begin and end?  The season will begin January 2, 2012 and end mid-April.

· Will the “USTA Mixed Doubles League” league count towards my NTRP Rating?  Only if you play “USTA Mixed Doubles” in the year 2012.  You will end up with an “M” (for mixed) rating.  If you play in the “USTA Adult League” any “Senior League” or the “Singles League” offered during the rest of the season, the “USTA Mixed Doubles” will NOT count towards your end of season rating.

· Is the “USTA Mixed Doubles” league a USTA league?  Yes, it is a USTA League. 

· Do you need to be a USTA member to play in the “USTA Mixed Doubles”?  Yes.  The membership needs to be current through Jan. 31, 2012.  Memberships can be acquired on-line at USTA.com

· Is TennisLink going to be used?  Yes.  It will be used to record the scores. 

· Will I get a Team Code when I register my team?  Yes.  Each team captain will be issued a new team code from HCTL, Inc. once your registration form and deposit is received.

· Where and when are matches played? Renaissance Tennis Club, Fairfax Racquet Club, Army Navy Country Club, Skyline Sport & Health and Four Seasons Tennis Club will be used.  All the facilities and directions can be found at www.homecourttennis.com.  The matches will be weekday nights and also on weekends.

· How many matches will each team be scheduled for?  It depends on how many teams register. Each team will not be scheduled for fewer than 12 matches.

· Will the “2-player” rule be in effect?  TBD.  This rule is a Mid-Atlantic rule and the 2012 MAS rules have not yet been distributed.

·  What is the maximum number of players on each team?  22

·  Can a player play on more than one team.  Yes. As long as it is at a different level.  For example:  a player can play on a 6.0, 7.0 & 8.0 team.  You CAN NOT play on two 7.0 teams in the No. Va. “USTA Mixed Doubles League”.
·  Is there a Championship to progress to?  Yes.  Date and location TBD.

· When is the deadline to register a team?  December 24, 2011.

·  When is the deadline to register as an individual on a team?  There will not be a deadline to add players to a roster.  A team may add a player all the way until the end of the season.  A player does have to play in at least 2 local league matches to be able to proceed to the Local League Play-off. 
· Will there be a play-off at the end of the season?  At any level where 2 or more teams will progress to the District Championship, there will be a play-off.  The team finishing in first place will have an automatic bid to Districts and does NOT have to participate in the play-offs.  Teams finishing 2-9 will play in a play-off to determine the 2nd and 3rd place teams advancing to Districts.  At any level where only 1 team can advance, there will be a vote among captains to determine if there will be a play-off or if the 1st place team will automatically advance.

·  Is there going to be a captains meeting?  Yes.  Tentatively, scheduled for December 29, 2011 at Fairfax Racquet Club between 5:30-7:30 p.m.
·  What are the fees involved for this league?  USTA membership: $40;
League fee:  $23.75;  Match fee: $15.00 per person per match or $90.00 per match.  This includes 1.5 hour court time and balls.

·  How does a captain register a team?  Fill out the “Captains Registration Form” and mail this form along with deposit of $200.00 to “HCTL”, P.O. Box 4178, Leesburg, VA 20177

· What does the deposit cover?  The deposit will be applied to the entire team balance once the season begins.  This deposit is non-refundable once the schedule has been distributed to all captains.
